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The Inclusive Recreation Inclusive Sport (IRIS) 
Funding Program was established to assist the 
South Australian Government to work in  
partnership with organisations to increase and/or 
enhance opportunities for people with a  
disability in active recreation and sport. 
 
The primary aim of the program is to support the 
South Australian Strategic Plan’s sport and recrea-
tion target (T2.3) “to exceed the Australian average 
for participation in physical activity and sport by 
2014.” 
 
IRIS contributes to this target by providing funding 
for active recreation and sport initiatives that target 
people with a disability.

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For the purpose of the Program, the following terms 
have been defined: 
 
Active Recreation is where: 
·  The primary purpose and primary focus of the 

activity undertaken, is to engage in human physi-
cal activity for its own sake; 

·  The physical activity gained is not an indirect 
benefit of the primary activity; and 

·  Organisations delivering these activities do so for 
the primary purpose of human physical activity. 

 
Sport is: A human activity capable of achieving a 
result requiring physical exertion and/or physical 
skill which, by its nature and organisation, is com-
petitive and is generally accepted as being a sport. 
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Organisations can apply for funding in one of  the 
following three program categories. 
 
The 2008-2009 round of IRIS is the second round 
in the current triennial funding period (2007-2010). 
Successful applicants may receive up to two years 
funding (until the end of the triennial funding  
period). 
 
Project Funding 
Organisations can apply for grants to conduct pro-
jects that will primarily focus on increasing opportu-
nities for people with disabilities to participate in 
sport and active recreation. This can include equip-
ment purchases, project and program service deliv-
ery support and minor works aimed at resolving ac-
cess issues. 
 
MINOR PROJECTS   
 Up to $5,000 per annum. 
 

MAJOR PROJECTS  

 Between $5001 and $50,000  per annum. 

 

TOP-UP 

Top-Up funding is available to State Sporting Or-
ganisations for People with Disabilities (SSOD’s) in 
recognition of the additional costs incurred in the 
delivery of core programs and services. Top-Up 
funding has been fully allocated for the 2007-10 
triennial funding period. 
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Where a project has been funded by IRIS before 
and the applicant seeks further financial support 
for the project they must be able to demonstrate: 
 
·  It will attract new ( not current ) participants 
·  It can deliver significant outcomes 
·  The project will cease without further      

funding, and 
·  Alternative funding has been sought unsuc-

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To be eligible for IRIS funding organisations must: 
 

·  Be not-for-profit 

·  Be properly constituted and incorporated under 
the Associations Incorporation Act (1985) or have 
another comparable legal status; 

·  Be able to demonstrate good financial manage-
ment through the provision of sound financial his-
tory/systems; 

·  Not have any ORS grant acquittals and/or reports 
overdue.

·  Projects that do not meet the definition of active 
recreation and sport (refer page 4). 

·  One-off events where there is no pre-event or link 
to on-going participation opportunities.

·  Projects where the major beneficiary holds a 
Gaming Machine Licence 

·  Facility upgrades where the project has not been 
endorsed by the landowner

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Stage 2: Assessment Process 
 

Eligible applications will be assessed on the an-
swers provided in the application form and whether 
the project meets the following assessment criteria. 
 

·  Extent to which the project meets one or more of 
the ORS Strategic Drivers. 

·  Extent to which there is a demonstrated need for 
the project 

·  Extent to which  barriers preventing participation 
are addressed: and 

·  Extent to which the project shows sustainable 
links and/or partnerships for participation  

 
Satisfying the above assessment criteria alone 
does not guarantee the receipt of a grant. The pro-
posed project will also be assessed against the 
relative merit of other projects in meeting the fund-
ing program objectives and the extent to which the 
project will increase participation in active recrea-
tion and sport. 
 
In addition, it is anticipated that the number of eligi-
ble applications and funds sought will exceed the 
funds available and therefore the ORS does not 
guarantee projects will be successful, nor that all 
successful applications will receive the full amount 
of funding requested. 
 
Stage 3: Recommendations 
Funding recommendations will be forwarded to the 
Minister for Recreation, Sport and Racing for con-
sideration.  All applicants will be notified of the out-
come of their application once the Minister has  
approved the recommendations

Stage 1: Initial Screening 
Following the closure of the round, ORS will screen 
applications to check that all essential documenta-
tion has been provided.  Acceptance of essential 
documentation received after this date will be at the 
discretion of the Funding Assessment Committee. 
 
Applicants are required to provide all essential 
documentation to proceed to the next stage.  
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As a recipient of funding, grantees must meet the 
conditions as stated in the Funding Agreement,  
including: 
 
 

·  Use the Grant allocated only for the project as 
detailed in the Funding Agreement; 

 

·  Assess the risk in relation to the project and main-
tain, in its own name and at its own expense,    
appropriate and adequate insurance cover; 

 

·  Maintain accounting records about the use of the 
Grant in accordance with generally accepted   
accounting principles; 

 

·  Comply with the laws in force in South Australia; 
 

·  Appropriately acknowledge the State Government 
of South Australia as a funding source; and 

 

·  Comply with all reporting and acquittal obligations 
as detailed in the Funding Agreement.  Failure to 
comply may result in ORS grant payments being 
suppressed and/or the organisation no longer  
being eligible to receive ORS funding.

·  Successful applicants (grantees) will receive    
written notification from the Minister. 

 

·  A Funding Agreement will be forwarded to grant-
ees detailing the terms and conditions of the   
funding.
